Fire Department served Hygiene
and charged $50 to fight a fire out-
side of Longmont city limits.

Because of the distance required
to travel from the station to Hy-
giene, it took a considerable
amount of time for firefighters to
arrive on scene. And when they did
arrive, the fire trucks came with a
faulty water pump.

“So a bunch of us friends got to-
gether and started the Hygiene Vol-

Sitting on a picnic table in the
two-room fire station — the same
building where the station was
founded — charter members Rod-

ed, we used a Jeep and a 6-by-6
Army surplus vehicle from the For-
est Service as firetrucks,” said Rod-
ney, 76. “I remember spending
quite a bit of time putting together
pumps and old trucks.”

To fund the building and buy
equipment, the firefighters’ wives
sold homemade food at local farm
sales. They responded to every call
and made sure the volunteers re-
turned from each fire to fresh cof-
fee and cookies.

“They worked just as hard as any
of us,” Orville said. “They ought to

in the middle of town. It served as a
warning system to alert firefighters
to a fire. The town uses the same
system today. When the siren
sounds, it can be heard as far as 20
miles away.

At first notice of a fire, the siren
wails and the Hygiene firefighters
are paged.

Before the siren was installed,
firefighters relied on phone calls.
Most members of the department
were farmers and would bring a ra-
dio outside with them to listen to lo-

According to Fiire Chief Bill Nel-
son, there was only one fire hydrant
in downtown Hygiene in 1960. Today,
there are 105 hydrants within the 48
square miles the department covers.

While volunteer firefighters now
undergo 180 hours of training a
year, Nelson and the Sadar brothers
agree that not much else has
changed at the Hygiene Volunteer
Fire Department since 1960 — espe-
cially when it comes to the fire-
fighters’ dedication to protecting
their community.
